Scene 1 (Opening)

CUT TO title over black.

Scene 2

FADE IN

EXT. PATIO – MORNING

DILLON is standing on the patio smoking a cigarette and staring at the sky. He drops the cigarette and stomps it out.

INT. LIVING ROOM

DILLON is pacing the living room while talking on the phone. Periodically he looks out the window.

DILLON

(Into phone)

Every night, I have this same dream… Yeah… I was just hoping you might stay over tonight. See what happens. Thanks buddy, see you soon.
DILLON hangs up the phone and takes another look out the window. His eye catches a bright light in the distance. Someone pounds on the door very loud and it startles DILLION. He runs to the door and glances through the peep hole. All he can see is a shiny police badge. He opens the door for a tall officer, wearing sunglasses.
DILLON

Yes?

OFFICER

Neighbors are complaining of loud noises coming from your apartment at night. Everything alright?
DILLON

Yeah… sorry—everything’s fine.

OFFICER

Mind if I take a look around?

The officer pushes past DILLON and walks straight for DILLON’s bedroom. DILLON stands by the doorway for a minute, confused. He then goes to the OFFICER who is already in his bedroom.

DILLON

To be honest, I don’t remember what happened last night. I had a strange dream…
OFFICER

(Interrupting)

You remember nothing?

DILLON nods.

OFFICER

(Cont.)

Good… good. I’ll leave you alone then.

The officer leaves, giving a nodding salute.

Scene 3

EXT. PARKING LOT – NOON
TOMMY juggles his pillow, some noms and a DVD while trying to maintain balance on the ice as he slams his car door. He walks towards the apt. when the OFFICER passes him by, flashing his badge in TOMMY’s face. TOMMY becomes perplexed and stops in his tracks and turns around but the OFFICER was gone. TOMMY turns to face the apt. again and continues towards the door. He reaches DILLON’s door and knocks. DILLON is inside smoking a cigarette. He puts the cigarette out in a cup and goes to open the door.
INT. KITCHEN - NOON

TOMMY

Hey man! Long time no see.

TOMMY, still holding the pillow, reaches around to hug DILLON.

DILLON

(While hugging)
Yeah, thanks for coming.

TOMMY walks in and throws his pillow onto the sofa. He puts his snacks on the kitchen counter and holds up the DVD he has.

TOMMY

(While doing prev. action)

No problem. Listen, I bootlegged this DVD off Limewire for us to watch tonight.

TOMMY hands the DVD to DILLON.

DILLON

Probed?
TOMMY helps himself to the food in DILLON’s refrigerator. 

TOMMY

Yeah, it’s this cheesy short film about Aliens but I thought it might help because it uses a lot of science to back it up. Like, the Aliens are tall and clumsy from evolving in low gravity and they only show up when it’s cold and dark because that’s the environment that they’re used to.

DILLON

A scientist says these things?
TOMMY

Well… a scientologist actually. Just watch it with me, it might be fun.

TOMMY looks into the cup where DILLON put out his cigarette.

TOMMY

Have you started smoking again?

DILLON

I’m stressed out from having these dreams. It helps…

TOMMY

(While eating)

It doesn’t help, these things will kill you. By the way, say you really are getting abducted by Aliens. I figure they should have a reason to abduct you over anyone else, right?
DILLON

Sure…

TOMMY

Well wasn’t your great grandfather the farmer who found that UFO in Roswell. 

DILLON

William Brazel, yes, he was a rancher. But he didn’t find a UFO. But it wasn’t a UFO, that’s a myth.

TOMMY
Rancher, farmer, same thing. Kind of a big coincidence if you ask me.

DILLON

You know… now that I think of it, my grandpa gave me something before he passed away. Said it was his fathers.

TOMMY

What was it?

DILLON

Looked like a computer hard drive.

TOMMY

(Laughing)

PFFT… That’s stupid; they didn’t have computers in the 1940s.

DILLON suddenly realizes the significance of what TOMMY said, they both jump up and run to DILLON’s room. DILLON pulls a metal box from under his bed and puts it on top of the bed. Then he turns to a wooden box to get the keys and returns to the metal box to unlock it. He digs through the metal box but finds nothing.

TOMMY

Well?

DILLON

I thought it was in here but it’s not. I haven’t thought about it in a while, I must’ve misplaced it.

Scene 4

INT. LIVING ROOM – LATE EVENING

TOMMY and DILLON are watching Probed on a projector screen. DILLON seems bored and TOMMY watches intently as he munches on noms.

DILLON

How is this at all scientific? I don’t understand, do the Aliens breathe air?

TOMMY

No, they don’t need to breathe, they live in outer space.

DILLON

They have to breathe something. I think I’m going to bed.

TOMMY

Oh come on, this is the best part.

DILLON stands up and walks into his bedroom and closes the door behind him. He turns into the bathroom and sighs into the mirror. Then he shuts the door. As the door shuts, in the mirror hanging from it you can briefly see the head of an Alien peaking over the bedroom dresser.

TOMMY is sitting on the couch still watching Probed when DILLON’s bedroom door opens. The light from the bedroom illuminates TOMMY and a humanoid shadow appears in the light.
TOMMY

You’re back just in time to see the end.

TOMMY looks over to see the Alien standing in the doorway.

TOMMY

Wooh!
TOMMY jumps to his feet but the Alien pulls out it’s laser gun and blasts him in the chest leaving a large and bloody hole. TOMMY stares at the hole before falling sideways to the ground, dead.

ONE SHOT:

DILLON, thinking the sound of the laser came from the movie, walks back into his bedroom from the bathroom and lights a cigarette. He hears a crash in the kitchen and is startled by it. He grabs a gun from his drawer and creeps through the bedroom door into the living room, staying low as he walks. TOMMY’s dead body was laying in the middle of the dark living room. DILLON darts over to it.
DILLON

(Hushed)

Oh god no… get up!

DILLON looks around but the Alien is no where in sight. He goes over to the projector and lifts it back into its cylinder which reveals the kitchen bar. He slowly stands up, pointing his gun into the kitchen. Then he starts making his way around the bar but stops in his tracks.

END ONE SHOT

The Alien is standing behind him with its laser gun drawn. DILLON turns around slowly, with his hands up. The Alien doesn’t quite understand the gesture. In one quick motion, Dillon uses the gun to flip the light switch which momentarily blinds the Alien. The Alien shoots blindly towards Dillon who escapes behind the kitchen bar.

DILLON

(To himself)

It’s true… they’re tall and sensitive to light…
DILLON suddenly remembers the OFFICER. He was tall and wore sunglasses. (FLASHBACK to officer raiding DILLON's bedroom) He peaked around the bar to get a look at the Alien. The Alien’s head transforms into that of the OFFICER. ALIEN puts on his sunglasses, while squinting at the light.
DILLON

What do you want?

ALIEN

I already have what I want. What I need is to silence you so you don’t tell anyone…

The ALIEN looks down at TOMMY’s body.

ALIEN

(Cont.)

…else.

DILLON

You took that thing from my lock box.

The ALIEN starts walking towards the kitchen.

ALIEN

That thing contains all the data we collected on America’s defenses. We’ve been looking for it ever since our probe crashed in Roswell.
DILLON picks up a fire extinguisher.
DILLON

I should probably warn you, America’s defenses have been updated since the 1940s.

The ALIEN quickly turns the corner around the kitchen bar and DILLON attacks him with the extinguisher but the ALIEN catches it effortlessly leaving the two face to face. A puff of smoke rolls from the cigarette and hits the ALIEN in the face. The Alien lets go of the fire extinguisher and begins suffocating, falling backward onto the floor. Its head turns back to an Alien’s.

DILLON

Smoke killed it? What do these things breathe?

DILLON flinches when a sudden booming sound rumbles the roof. He runs outside and looks over the apt. complex’s roof tops to see an enormous flying saucer taking off over head.
